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	 Have you ever glanced at the clock and saw a time that really caught your attention?  
Have you had the same number be impressed upon you for several days?  God could be using 
clocks, your Fitbit, your pedometer, or even license plates, to send you messages. This has 
been happening to me recently, usually on clocks, but a few times on my pedometer. First, I 
saw 333 for a few days, on the clock it was 3:33. Then I saw 444 for a few days, and finally 555 
for a few more days. “God, are You trying to get my attention?” I did a search for verses with 
those numbers and chose the ones that really stood out and spoke to me in a meaningful way. 
I felt God was using these numbers to direct me to the verses He wanted to share with me. I 
felt His confirmation when I read them.

	 God sometimes will impress numbers on us to get our attention. We are not to get 
drawn into numerology, because that could lead to divination or trying to get information 
without depending on God’s Spirit and His Word. The Bible warns us about that (Deut. 18:10-12, 
Lev. 19:26; 31). God can use numbers for a season, then He can switch to something else. We 
don’t want to limit Him. You will notice in this lesson that the numbers led me to seek God and 
to study His Word. The conclusions line up with God’s character and His purposes.

	 Just before I began writing this lesson, I happened to turn on a Christian radio program 
where the speaker started talking about 222. As he was driving on a trip to another state, one 
car pulled up in front of him with 222 on the license plate.  Then another pulled up next to it 
with 2222 on it. They drove next to each other for a good while. On the return trip home, he 
saw the same car with 222 on the road in front of him again.  Wow! I felt the presence of the 
Lord and knew He really was leading me to seek Him. Let’s see how these pieces of God’s 
puzzle fit together. As I was writing this, I got really sleepy and decided to take a nap.  I woke 
up at exactly 4:44 pm. Wow! Yes, God, You’re sending a message.” Prayer: “Thank You, God! 
You really want to get our attention and send us messages. Help us be sensitive to Your 
Spirit and open to Your various ways of speaking to us. In Jesus’ name.”

	 God was using these numbers to remind us of His promises. I am so excited! Let’s look 
at the promises God is revealing to us:


1. Promises for Us as Growing Christians: 
	 222 - “He (God) reveals deep and secret things; He knows what is in the darkness, 
And light dwells with Him” (Daniel 2:22). Prayer: “Yes, Heavenly Father, we want Your 
revelations. Show us what we need to know.  In Jesus’ name.” 
	 333 -  “Call to Me, and I will answer you, and show you great and mighty things, which 
you do not know” (Jeremiah 33:3). Prayer: “Lord, we are calling to You, please, show us great 
and mighty things, that we do not know. In Jesus’ name.” 
	 444 - “Also He brought me by way of the north gate to the front of the temple; so I 
looked, and behold, the glory of the Lord filled the house of the Lord; and I fell on my face” 
(Ezekiel 44:4). “You are my King, O God; Command victories for Jacob” (Psalm 44:4). Prayer: 
“Mighty King, please, show us Your glory and command victories for us. In Jesus’ name.” 

2. Promises for Our Children and Grandchildren:  
	 444 - “Thus says the Lord who made you And formed you from the womb, 
who will help you ‘Fear not, O Jacob My servant; And you, Jeshurun (another name 
for Jacob, means upright one, the righteous one), whom I have chosen. 3   For I will 

pour water on him who is thirsty, And floods on the dry ground; I will 
pour My Spirit on your descendants, And My blessing on your 
offspring; 4 They (our descendants) will spring up among the grass 
Like willows by the watercourses.’ 5 One will say, ‘I am the Lord’s, 
Another will call himself by the name of Jacob; Another will write with 
his hand, ‘The Lord’s,’ And name himself by the name of Israel.’”  
(Isaiah 44:2-4–5). 	 	 	 	 	 	                  1




Prayer: “Heavenly Father, thank You for forming us and our 
children in the womb. Please, help us, our children, and our 
grandchildren to not fear. Give us all water when we are 
thirsty. Pour Your Spirit and blessings upon us too. While all 

others may be like grass, help our children stand tall for You. Help them 
develop a personal relationship with You that is noticeable to others! In 
Jesus’ name.”

	 This was a confirmation of what the Lord had previously given me: “‘As for Me,' says 
the Lord, ‘this is My covenant with them: My Spirit who is upon you, and My words which I 
have put in your mouth, shall not depart from your mouth, nor from the mouth of your 
descendants, nor from the mouth of your descendants’ descendants,’ says the Lord, ‘from this 
time and forevermore’” (Isaiah 59:21). This promise is so powerful that I printed it out and put It up 
on our wall with our grandchildren’s pictures. Prayer: “Lord, thank You that Your covenant, 
Spirit, and Words shall not depart from our mouths, nor from the mouths of our children, 
nor from the mouths of their descendants, now and forevermore. In Jesus’ name.” 
3. Promises for Us as Soul Winners:  
555 - a) People thirsty for God will run to you. -  “Surely you (that’s us) shall call a nation 
you do not know, And nations who do not know you shall run to you, Because of the Lord 
your God, And the Holy One of Israel; … (Isaiah 55:5). Prayer: “Precious Savior, let others see 
that You are with us and have them come to us so we can lead them to You.”

	 b) God has given us His glory - “… For  He has glorified you” (Isaiah 55:5). Jesus said, 
“And the glory which You (Father) gave Me I have given them (to us, believers)” (John 17:22)! 
Prayer: “Heavenly Father, let Your glory saturate us, so it will radiate out to others, 
healing, strengthening, and encouraging them. In Jesus’ name.”

	 c) We have God’s living water. - Actually this whole 55th chapter of Isaiah speaks to 
the soul winner that God has sown into each of our hearts. We need to water His seed and 
help it grow inside us.  As we witness to people, no matter what ethnicity, those who are thirsty 
for God will respond.  “Ho! Everyone who thirsts, Come to the waters” (Isaiah 55:1). They will be 
drawn to Jesus, to the living water that is in us. “Jesus stood and cried out, saying, ‘If anyone 
thirsts, let him come to Me and drink. He who believes in Me, as the Scripture has said, out of 
his heart (that’s us) will flow rivers of living water’ ” (John 7:37-38). Prayer: “Lord, help us 
grow the seeds of soul winning that You have planted into our hearts.  Help us learn to let 
Your living water flow out of us, refreshing the thirsty souls of others.” 
	 d) We have God’s light in us. - They will be drawn to the light that is in us. Jesus said,
“You are the light of the world. … Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your 
good works and glorify your Father in heaven, (don’t hide it)” (Matthew 5:13-15). “Those who are 
wise shall shine Like the brightness of the firmament, And those who turn many to 
righteousness Like the stars forever and ever” (Daniel 12:3). “Prayer: Lord, help us be wise, do 
good works, and learn to shine, turning many to You and to Your righteousness.” 
	 e) We have God’s Word - “But He (Jesus) answered and said, ‘It is written, ‘Man shall 
not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceeds from the mouth of God’ ” (Matthew 4:4). 
“And Jesus said to them, ‘I am the bread of life. He who comes to Me shall never hunger, and 
he who believes in Me shall never thirst’” (John 6:35). Prayer: “Jesus, help us share Your Word, 
that others may live, never be hungry, nor thirsty again, and have eternal life.” 
	 f) We can save people’s lives and their souls. -	 “let him know that he who turns a 
sinner from the error of his way will save a soul from death and cover a multitude of sins” 
(James 5:2). “Then He (Jesus) said to them, ‘Follow Me, and I will make you fishers of men’” 
(Mathew 4:19). “Ask of Me, and I will give You The nations for Your inheritance, And the ends of 
the earth for Your possession” (Psalm 2:8). Prayer: “Lord, Jesus, enlarge our vision, that we 
may be fishers of men, save many from death, and cover multitude of sins, here in 
America, in other nations, and even to the ends of the earth.” 
4. Combining Times, a Date, and 2 Dreams -  On 5/15/25, I had a dream about fighting 
some intense battles in a war.  I woke up saying, “crazy dreams, crazy dreams.” But I also   2 



thought, “It is time to pray, to pray hard.” Two days later, on 5/17/2025, I woke 
up to go to the restroom. As I was crawling back into bed, I glanced at the 
clock, which said 2:22 am. I fell back asleep and had a dream, in which I was 
telling a group of Christian teenagers what to do when they are experiencing 
a strong hunger for God. Some listened, some rolled their eyes. Then the 
dream morphed into me talking to non-Christian teens and even signing for a 
Deaf teenager about the same subject. Some were listening, some started 
physically attacking me. Later, as I woke up, I glanced at the clock which 
showed it was 4:44 am. Those numbers, 222 and 444, both in the same night, plus two 
powerful dreams, in just 3 days! I decided to get back up and seek God.  Prayer: “Lord, when 
You are leading us, please, help us not just go back to sleep. Help us get up to pray and 
seek Your face, so we can receive what You want to tell us. In Jesus’ name.”	 	 	 

	 222 - 	Again, I looked up verses that had 222 and were in agreement with what God 
has been showing me. I found that by works our faith is made “perfect, complete” (James 2:22).

This happens when we witness to others, which is faith in action. When Peter was witnessing, 
he referred to Jesus’ “signs, wonders, and miracles” (Acts 2:22).  Jesus can do signs, wonders, 
and miracles through us while we are witnessing. “And He (Jesus) said to them, “Go into all the 
world and preach the gospel to every creature. He who believes and is baptized will be saved; 
but he who does not believe will be condemned. And these signs will follow those who believe: 
In My name they will cast out demons; they will speak with new tongues; … and if they drink 
anything deadly, it will by no means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will 
recover” … And they went out and preached everywhere, the Lord working with them and 
confirming the word through the accompanying signs” (Mark 16:15-20). When people see 
these signs, they will wonder how it was done and some will realize they were miracles done 
by God. Many times, people come to the Lord when they see His miracles (John 4:48). Prayer: 
“Precious Savior, help us go into all the world and preach Your gospel. We want people to 
hear Your Word, see Your signs confirming Your Word, believe, and be baptized.” 

	 444 - Next, I searched for verses with 444. I found where Jesus explained that some 
people, especially those close to us, might not honor us nor what we are saying. “For Jesus 
Himself testified that a prophet has no honor in his own country” (Matthew 4:44). Prayer: “Dear 
Lord Jesus, some people didn’t honor You. Help us not be discouraged if some insult us 
or fight against us. Encourage us so we won’t give up. If we are persecuted for Your 
sake, great will be our reward (Luke 6:22-23). Winning souls is worth it!”

	 555 - The date of the first dream, 5/15/25, included 3 fives, so I decided to study what 
555  means.  On several websites they basically said, 555 represents: 

  a) “a divine change, transformation, and preparation for a new season.”

  b) “a major shift in the spiritual realm, with God’s grace into a time of renewal.”

  c) “a deep connection to grace, transformation, and God’s divine intervention.” 

 d) “a powerful reminder of God’s unending love and mercy.  (1) “555 Biblical Meaning I A Divine 
Message of Change [2025]" https:biblepulz.com.555-biblical-meaning)

	 “If you keep seeing 555, take it as a spiritual sign to draw closer to God, trust in His 
plan, and embrace the changes He is bringing into your life. His grace is sufficient, and His 
mercy endures forever.” (1)	 This explanation agrees with Pastor George’s revelation that this 
year, 2025, will be a year of “fruitfulness, multiplicity, and supernatural harvest!   Prayer: 
“Jesus, help us participate in this time of spiritual change.  Draw us closer to You as we 
win souls in this time of fruitfulness, multiplicity, and supernatural harvest.” 
5. Discerning God’s Timing - God can use numbers to get our attention. He can also use 
them to lead us to focus on His timing. We have heard the saying, “Timing is everything.”  As 
soul winners, we must be especially in tune to God’s timing.  He knows when a person is ready 
to hear the gospel. He knows the spiritual climate of a city or nation. He knows the timing of 
the blessings and/or the disasters that could be coming soon.  We need to be in sync with 
God’s timing. The tribe of Issachar were really keen about timing. “… the sons of Issachar who 
had understanding of the times, to know what Israel ought to do” (1 Chronicles 12:32). “Issachar 
were “mighty men of valor” (1 Chronicles 7:5). They were warriors who knew to move in God’s     3
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timing, knowing when and how to fight. The Holy Spirit can give us this sensitivity and 
awareness of God’s timing too. Prayer: “Lord, help us to fully realize that NOW IS THE TIME 
to pray; to do spiritual warfare (strategic prayer); and to witness to others, expecting 
fruitfulness, multiplicity, and a supernatural harvest! In Jesus’ name.”         
6. Ecclesiastes 3:1-3 and Soul Winning - Let’s look at timing through the eyes of a soul 
winner. “To everything there is a season, A time for every purpose under heaven” (3:1)  “A time 
to be born, And a time to die …” (3:2). God knows when a person will die, we need to witness to 
them while there is still time.  “… A time to plant, And a time to pluck (harvest) what is planted” 
(3:2) God knows when we should plant the seed of the gospel into someone’s heart, and when it 
is time to harvest that soul for the Lord. “… And a time to heal” (3:3), our words and prayers can 
heal the sick and the broken hearted and cast out tormenting demons. “A time to break down, 
And a time to build up” (3:3). Our witnessing can break down the walls of pride, fear, shame, 
ignorance, or misunderstandings they may have about God or the gospel. We can also build up 
in them faith and trust in Jesus. Prayer: “All-knowing God, please, help us be sensitive to 
Your leading. You know when is the right time for each person. Help us witness 
according to Your leading. Help us plant the gospel into their hearts, water it, and harvest 
their souls.  Use our words and prayers to heal the sick and the broken hearted and to 
cast out tormenting demons. We want to tear down all walls and build up their faith and 
trust in Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior.  In Jesus’ name.” 
	 
7. Responding to God’s Timing - God is using numbers and dreams to get my attention 
and to pass onto you what He is saying. Remember the dreams I had?  One was about intense 
fighting, representing spiritual warfare. The other was about sharing with Christian and then 
non-Christian teenagers about spiritual hunger for God.  There was a spiritual war and physical 
war going on during both dreams. “… A time of war” (Ecclesiastes 3:8). Sometimes, as we are 
witnessing, there are demonic and human forces coming against us. Prayer: “Almighty Jesus, 
help us develop and maintain a powerful, on-going prayer life at home and in prayer 
meetings.  Lead us to pray for souls and against these attacking forces.  Help us pray 
strategic prayers of spiritual warfare for our families, churches, communities, cities, 
states, and nations. Help us remember to take time to pray before we go out witnessing 
so You can lead us. As we go out, also send Your warring and ministering angels.” 

8. Pray for the Prey - We need to pray for people after we have witnessed to them.  The 
Bible says, “And he who departs from evil makes himself a prey” (Isaiah 59:15). When anyone we 
have witnessed to decides to leave their sin now or later on, and accept Jesus as their Lord 
and Savior, they are making themselves a prey. Demonic forces and even human forces will 
come against them.  Prayer: “Lord Jesus, help us remember to pray for those who did not 
receive You, that they will at a later time.  Help us also pray for the prey, those who are 
turning away from their sin and received You or will do so soon. We declare against the 
wicked one, ‘You will not steal the Word of God that we sowed into their hearts, in Jesus’ 
name (Mark 4:4,14, 15)!  Please, Lord, send ministering and warring angels around them.” 

9. Does God Reward Us for Winning Souls? - Yes! “And behold, I am coming quickly, 
and My reward is with Me, to give to every one according to his work” (Revelation 22:12).  We are 
all living stones in God’s temple. When we win a soul, we are adding them to the temple, laying 
them as “gold, silver, and precious stones” on Jesus, our foundation, for which we will receive 
our reward (1 Corinthians 3:11-15).  Speaking to those he had won to the Lord, Paul said, “For what 
is our hope, or joy, or crown of rejoicing? Is it not even you in the presence of our Lord Jesus 
Christ at His coming?  For you are our glory and joy” (1 Thessalonians 
2:19-20). Glory and joy are rewards also. Prayer: “Jesus, You are the 
greatest soul winner of all. Thank You for letting us join You in this 
labor of love and obedience.  Thank You, that when You come back, 
You will bring us our rewards.  You are so thoughtful and generous.  
Thank You also for using the numbers, the dreams, and Your Word to 
reveal to us Your promises for us as we grow in You, and promises 
for our children and our grandchildren. Make us like the sons of 
Issachar and help us not waste any time for this is the season to be 
fruitful, multiply, and have a supernatural harvest. Amen!”	            4
